The EU granted €7.5 million to Serbia as its rst
donation to combat the COVID-19 pandemic. It
was a part of a larger total package in which
€15 million was provided for immmediate
support to the health sector, in particular
through delivering essential supplies, and €78
million was provided to address short and
medium-term social and economic recovery
needs. Other measures included the extension
of the EU Solidarity Fund to Serbia and
activation of the EU Civil Protection

Mechanism.

The Turkish company Tasyapi, constructing a
section of the Belgrade-Sarajevo highway,
donated medical equipment to a hospital in
Belgrade. Later that month, Turkey sent
equipment to Serbia, speci cally to its Sand ak
region. The information on the exact amount of
equipment sent is publicly available.
